 You will get to know each other really well – having parties

the Hotel 

 
 Can find ATM almost anywhere – get local money.  But didn’t need much

 Tell your credit card company 
 

 Create a shopping list before you go – more than enough opportunities to 
shop; which could become overwhelming – pearls, silk, etc.   

 
 Do your homework ahead of time; read what you can about China before you
